DIGITAL PORTRAITS

Digital portraits were computer generated using the Ramtek 9300 raster display frame buffers
at the Architecture Machine Group at M.I.T. These are integrated 9-bit systems with 24-bit
colors in the color matrix. The resolution of these picture memories is 640 picture elements
horizontally by 480 lines vertically, or a total of N =m x n = 307,200 picture elements.

Facial distortion is the result of movements made by the poseur during the 20 second sweep
of the flying spot scanner (a device similar to a television camera).

Kodachrome 25, exposure time 1/15 of a second at t/4.
