DakNet emerged out of a class called “Developmental Entrepreneurship” co-taught by professors from the MIT Media Lab and MIT Sloan School of Management. Through this class the founders came up with the core idea of combining transportation infrastructure with mobile WiFi access points to create a network for rural areas. After the class, Amir A. Hasson then took this on as his thesis project and demonstrated the technology in India through Media Lab Asia. The project was then spun-out from the research environment into First Mile Solutions in order to be developed in a scalable fashion. The founders of the project are Amir Alexander Hasson, Rich Fletcher, Olufemi Omojola, Victor Grau-Serrat, Alex Sandy Pentland.
