The project started as an offspring of the “Boevl” community in the municipality of Noerre Djurs, founded in 1993. After various experiments with amateur radio and computer technologies, knowledge was gained in early wireless data communication technology. After several approaches during the 90ies, the community “DjurslandS.net” was officially founded in 2001. More than 60 areas of coverage, each with a radius of 1.5 km, are interconnected by the net. More than 1,200 households are connected within these areas. Over the next few years we expect to cover each and every corner of Djursland and to provide net access to at least half of the households; a total of more than 16,000 connections.
