Giorgio Battistelli, born on April 25,1953 in Albano Laziale near Rome. Graduated from "A. Casella" Conservatory of Music in L'Aquila, where he studied composition with Giancarlo Bizzi, musical analysis and history with Claudio Annibaldi, and piano with Antonello Neri. In 1974 he was co-founder of the experimental and research group "Edgar Varèse" and of the instrumental group "Beat 1972" in Rome. 1985—86 he was Composer in Residence on a DAAD grant in Berlin. Giorgio Battistelli's compositions include works for musical theatre, for orchestra, for choir and orchestra, for solo instrument and orchestra; furthermore chamber music, works for voice only, for solo instruments, as well as electro-acoustical composition and music for radio broadcasts.

His strict composing style is based on his search for expressive possibilities including new instrumental techniques as well as multimedia arts; this search has developed aesthetics of its own deriving from the multitude of poetical elements. His compositions have been performed at international festivals not only in Europe, but also in the USA and Japan. Presently, he is teaching at Perugia Music Conservatory.
