Rolf Maedel, born in 1917 in Berlin. Studied music in Berlin and Salzburg. Has been teaching at the Salzburg "Mozarteum" since 1947. Toured in concert both as conductor and pianist (with his own compositions, too) through the whole of Europe. Assistant under Paumgartner at the Opera Studio. Rolf Maedel was appointed full professor in 1976. Since 1970 he has been involved with F. Richter Herf in expanding tonality and systematizing microsounds and isco-founder of the Institute for Basic Musical Research. His work has appeared in numerous publications and has been presented in the ORF (Austrian Broadcasting Station) and ZDF (Second German Broadcasting Station).
