Johannes Fritsch studied music, sociology, philosophy, viola and composition with B.A. Zimmermann at University and Academy of Music in Cologne and has performed with various orchestras. in 1965 he received his degree in" viola ". From 1964 thru 1970 Johannes Fritsch was member of the Stockhausen Ensemble and had numerous concerts. He received a number of awards and grants and founded, together with Rolf Gehlhaar and David Johnson, the Feedback-Studio in Cologne in 1970. A year later he founded the first German composers" edition and published the FeedbackPapers. Four times he was organizer/ promoter of the Weltmusik congresses at Vlotho and from 1971 thru 1984 he was conductor of a composing class and of Seminar für Neue Musik at Academy for Sound Art in Darmstadt, G. Since 1984 Johannes Fritsch has been Professor for composition at Staatliche Hochschule für Musik, Cologne.
