Their goal is to create works of art that articulate public spaces, allowing some form of self-expression in areas of the city that people see every day but normally exclude and ignore. They have exhibited work around the world, with permanent installations in 12 countries. Andrew Shoben is a former lecturer at the Royal College of Art, and is a visiting Professor to several universities in the UK and the US. Since 1999, he has been a special advisor to the Arts Council of England (LAB) and has been nominated for a NESTA fellowship.
