Bill Fontana (US), born in 1947, is internationally known for his experimental work in sound. He studied philosophy and music at the New School for Social Research in New York, with Phillip Corner and others. He has worked since the late ‘60s in developing his unique art form, and has realized sound sculptures, radio projects, sound installations for museums, etc. He has received fellowships from the Guggenheim Foundation, the National Endowment for the Arts, the Berliner Künstler Programm of the DAAD, the University of Birmingham, etc. His work has been exhibited at the Whitney Museum of American Art, the San Francisco Museum of Modern Art, the Museum Ludwig, Cologne, the Post Museum in Frankfurt, the Art History and Natural History Museum in Vienna, the Tate Modern and London Underground Platform for Art in London, the 48th Venice Biennale, etc.
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
