During the last four years, Amsterdam-based Gert-Jan Prins (NL) has established himself as one of the exciting custom builders in improvised music. Prins’ innovative electronic performance system makes use of radio and transmitter technology, and creates provocatively compelling noises with tremendous physical energy. Besides his solo-work, Prins was commissioned to create a composition for the Quartetto New Amsterdam, and has colloborated with equally adventerous artists ranging from Mats Gustafsson, Misha Mengelberg, Christian Fennesz, Fred Van Hove, and Lee Renaldo to Thomas Lehn, Peter Von Bergen, E-RAX, The Flirts with Cor Fuhler, MIMEO, and the Vacuum Boys. Prins’ solo and collaborative recordings appear on the Creamgarden, Sub 8/9, Grob, Fire Inc. and Erstwhile labels.
