Jürgen Lit Fischer (D), born in 1941 in Frankfurt/Main. Lives and works in Dusseldorf. Trained as a salesman, he became an artist (auto-didact) at the age of 30 and sees himself as the heir of artists with such heterogeneous personalities as Wassily Kandinsky and Christian Morgenstern. Kandinsky's ideas of melting music, language and painting, his dream of composing "colour-sounds" on the canvas as well as Morgenstern's onomatopoeia and experiments with words are a source of inspiration to him. In the tradition of abstract art with an analytic- constructivistic approach, he started working with the computer as an artistic instrument in addition to designing and realizing "Kunst-am-Bau" (art in architecture) projects, music, light and laser productions.

Since 1976 regular exhibitions in galleries, at art fairs and installations for stage and art shows. "Counting, dividing, creating sequences, inverting, superimposing...is how Jürgen Lit Fischer defines his interest in the field of art.
