Peter Kogler (A), born 1959 in Innsbruck, is an autodidact except for one semester he studied at Vienna's Fine Arts College. As early as 1980 he entered the international arts stage after being discovered by the renowned Austrian galerist Ursula Krinzinger. Ever since, the Vienna based artist has become an internationally renowned representative of Austrian Art. 

Peter Kogler's artistic training is strongly influenced by the American minimalists, one of the early examples he strived to follow being Andy Warhol. The first works he presented in the early Eighties were cardboard objects. Markus Brülderlin wrote about the (then) card-minimalist: "Kogler combines the slightness of drawing (under consideration of the structural properties of modem communication technology) with the associated sluggishness of architectural bodies"
