Mario Sasso )I) was born in 1934 in Staffolo (I). After finishing his early artistic training under the guidance of the painters Archetti and Bosi, he transferred himself to Torino in 1953-54, where he followed courses in graphic art at the School of Art.

In 1958 he settled in Rome, where he is still working as a graphic designer with the Italian State Broadcasting Corporation RAI. Sasso ranks among the most important painters and video artists in Italy and makes extensive use of the new technologies to realise his projects. He has put into effect most of the important TV statements and presentations of the past 20 years. At present, he is also responsible for the graphics design of RAISAT satellite channel.

As a painter he has had many personal and group exhibitions. In May 1990, he exhibited "ON/OFF " in New York, a series of new pictures based on a technique combining traditional painting with photography and electronic images, involving small liquid- crystal screens being inserted into the paintings.
