Permanent sound installations for public institutions, working visits for IRCAM in Paris. Previously lectured experimental aesthetics at the Graz College of Music. Author of scientific works in the areas of psychology of music, sociology of music, computer music and avant-garde rock, with the emphasis on the carrying over of principles inherent in technology into the aesthetics of music.
