Werner Vollert (D) studied art history, philosophy and journalism at the Free University Berlin. As an artist working in fine arts, he was awarded the Berliner Karl Hofer Prize for interdisciplinary art in 1986. His works may be found in a number of European museums. 1987 and 1988 he worked for the American Bally Corporation as a flipper designer. In 1988 he founded the Society for Art and Technology in Berlin, for which he is still an active board member. He has been responsible for implementing several of highly regarded art exhibitions involved with the theme of “new media”. From 1992 to 1996, Vollert operated the Berliner techno club “Bunker”.
