Nick Philip (UK), born 1968. His work began in the 1980s, as a cut-and-paste graphic designer deep into the London skateboard subculture. Forays into streetware design led Philip to the Bay Area where he helped create the techno-psychedelic aesthetic that defined the Rave scene. Graphic design for luminaries ranging from Timothy Leary to Wired Magazine followed, along with a new T-shirt line of digital age icons and mantras. That genre of surreal graphic alchemy culminated with his critically-acclaimed Radical Beauty CD-ROM, released in 1998.
