Robert Rimbaud (GB). With his work as Scanner, Robin Rimbaud implicates himself in processes of surveillance, engendering access to both technology and language and the power games of voyeurism. Dubbed a “telephone terrorist”, Rimbaud is a techno-data pirate whose scavenging of the electronic communications highways provides the raw materials for his aural collages of electronic music and ‘found’ conversations. Musician, writer, media critic, cultural engineer, and host of the monthly digital club the Electronic Lounge at the ICA since 1994, he is currently at work on a variety of projects. Scanner—A fearless exponent of ambient electronic soundscapes, Scanner is widely recognised as one of the most exciting artist-producers working in instrumental music. His compositions are absorbing, multi-layered soundscapes that twist state-of-the-art technology in gloriously unconventional ways. He has collaborated and spoken at conferences with Brian Laswell, Brian Eno, Peter Gabriel, Bjork, Derek Jarman and Neville Brot.
