In Stuttgart and Berlin he studied mathematics and musicology (with C. Dalhaus, Helga de le Motte, and others). As an interpreter / performer / composer he has received various scholarships, including from eurocréation Paris France, the Rome Scholarship (Villa Serpentara) of the Academy of Arts Berlin, a working scholarship for STEIM Amsterdam, and also various composition commissions. Reinhold Friedl also heads a seminar together with Prof. Behrends on "Music and Mathmatics" in the specialization field of mathematics at the Free University Berlin. He founded and leads the ensembles Piano-Inside-Out and zeitkratzer. In addition, Friedl works regularly as a curator for the Podewil Berlin and directed the Off-ICMC in Berlin in 2000.
