Alison Cornyn (US) and Sue Johnson (US) formed picture projects in 1995 as a way to use new technologies and documentary photography to examine complex social issues. Over the past six years the team has become well know for its use of interactive narrative. They have received receiving numerous awards and international press coverage for collaborative projects about Bosnia, the Vietnam War era, Kurdistan and the U.S. criminal justice system. Cornyn and Johnson are both working artists and have exhibited video, new media and installation works in New York, Florida, Massachusetts, the Czech Republic, Holland, Germany, Macedonia, Sweden, Columbia and Italy. They frequently present their work on new media panels and at international film festivals.
