Tujiko Noriko (JP/FR) lives in Paris, France. She started singing around 1978-79, and bought her first synthesizer and sampler in 1999. Noriko's first album, Keshou To Heitai, ("Makeup and Soldiers"), was recorded in January 2000, with her first live performance of that material taking place around the same time in Kyoto. Noriko released her Mego debut, Shojo Toji, in 2001, followed by her I Forgot the Title 12" and Make Me Hard CD in 2002.
