Rechenzentrum (D) (German for "data processing center") first formed at Documenta 97. Their aesthetic mandate is the exploration of new processes of synthesizing music and visual image production, and in the live realm, refining forms of presentation which create an on-stage dialogue between audio and video. This appropriately-named trio consists of three principal artists: Lillevan (moving imagery), Marc Weiser (music, composition) and Christian Conrad (music, sound design). Rechenzentrum’s interdisciplinary approach to AV work is influenced by various twentieth century artistic traditions such as Lettrisme, Dadaism, Burroughs' cut-up narrative techniques, and punk, among many other cultural sources. Having recorded two full-lengths for the Kitty Yo label, 12” singles for the Shitkatapult and Vertical Form imprints, Rechenzentrum’s third full-length production is the DVD/CD release Director’s Cut, issued in 2003 by Mille Plateaux.
