Tujiko Noriko (J) started singing around 1978–79. She bought her first synthesizer and sampler in 1999. Her first album was Keshou To Heitai (“Makeup and Soldiers”) recorded in January 2000. But due to problems (being so drunk that she passed out right after midnight), it ended in failure. In the summer of 2000, she started vigorously making music again for Shojo Toshi. In December 2000, at Buro 30 in Tokyo, she met Pita (Peter Rehberg / MEGO) and handed over her tape. During the same month she joined SlideLab (Yoshihito, Marumaru, Noriko); recently she has become involved in launching a new magazine, OK FRED.
