Cornelia Sollfrank (D) is an artist whose conceptual and performative “mixed media” works address the relationship between art and politics, the subversive potential of new media art, the advent of a new image of the artist in the information age, gender-specific handling of technology, as well as networking and communication as art. She was a member of the collectives frauen-und-technik and -Innen, and initiated the cyberfeminist alliance known as Old Boys Network. She published the readers’ first cyberfeminist international (1988) and next cyberfeminist international (1999). In 1999/2000 Sollfrank produced a body of work on the subject of “women hackers”. 
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
