Horacio Vaggione (RA), born 1943. His instrumental and electro-acousmatic music is played regularly worldwide. Co-founder in 1965 of the Experimental Music Center of the University of Cordoba, the EMC was one of the first groups to produce live electronic music and multimedia in Latin America. Vaggione studied at the National University of Cordoba, Argentina, and at the University of Paris. A member of the ALEA Live Electronics music group (1969-73), he also worked on the Computer Music Project at the University of Madrid and later at IRCAM, the lNA-GRM, the GMEB, and the Technical University of Berlin. Vaggione’s awards include the NEWCOMP Computer Music prize (USA, 1983), Bourges prizes (1982, 1986, 1988 and Euphonie d’Or 1992), ISCM-Trinac Prize (1985), DAAD Berlin Kunstlerprogram Award (1987), and the International Computer Music Association (ICMA) Commission Award (1992).
