CEPES – Centro Peruano de Estudios Sociales (Centre for Social Studies in Peru)—was founded in 1976 as an institution for rural development. Its objective is to improve the conditions of life of the rural population and so contribute to creating a more just and democratic society. Alongside all practical assignments, CEPES also strives to facilitate the availability of production services—locally, regionally and nationally—for small farmers and so increase their marketability. The Irrigation Cooperative of Chancay-Huaral was founded on September 14, 1981. It has 6,152 members from the region of Chancay—Huaral who are grouped in 17 irrigation commissions.
