In the past year John Oswald (CA) saw his solo dance opera/lecture Spinvolver (starring Susanna Hood) performed in various European capitals; the publication (by OHM/Avatar in Quebec) of L’Arc d’Apparition, his first DVD of chronophotics; a major retrospective of his concert works at Disney Hall in Los Angeles; the premieres of his chronophotic, instandstillnessence; the completion and premiere (in the Toronto Moving Pictures Festival) of his choreotographic movie periphescence; the release of his album Aparanthesi on the Montreal-based empreintes Digitales label; and the rerelease of Grayfolded on his own label Fony. He continues to compose (a rascali klepitoire arrangement of a Leonard Cohen song for Patricia O’Callaghan and chamber orchestra), choreograph (the weekly Art Wrestling in Toronto), direct and design (the DVD rerelease of Plexure), perform (on saxophone in various improvisatory ensembles); and he’s currently writing a book on sensuality. Oswald recently became a Governor General’s Laureate for his work in the media and sound arts.
