Telestreet (IT) which was born in 2002, is a neighborhood-based network of tv-production nodes and transmitting nucleus. Single street televisions are widespread all over Italy. They broadcast on a very narrow area using “shadow cones”, frequencies granted to commercial networks but unusable because of territorial obstacles. Because of this, they are still illegal, according to Italian law. Telestreet uses television to weave social networks inside cities and territories, “around the antenna”. Telestreet provokes people’s participation to social life through tv-production and broadcasting. “Don’t watch the tv, do it!” is its motto.
