Marius Watz (NO) discovered the computer at age 11 and immediately found his direction in life. In 1996 Watz was the exhibition coordinator of Electra at the Henie Onstad Art Centre, Oslo. He also participated in the exhibition with the virtual reality installation sense:less (Mork/Pendry/Stenslie/Watz). In 2003 he completed Drawing Machine 1-12, a commission for the electronic publishing service of the Norwegian government. Watz has used the nom-de-guerre Amoeba since 1995. In 2000 he founded the design studio Products of Play with Erik Johan Worsøe Eriksen. He currently lives in Berlin, where he works and teaches Computational Design at the Universität der Künste.
