Eliane Radigue (FR), studied electroacoustic music techniques at the Studio d'essai at the RTF, under the direction of Pierre Schaeffer and Pierre Henry (1957-58). In 1967-68 she was assistant to Henry at the Studio Apsome. Her music (its source an Arp synthesizer and medium recording tape) attracted considerable attention for its sensitive, dappled purity. Becoming a Tibetan Buddhist in 1975, Radigue stopped composing for a time. When she took up her career again in 1979, she continued to work with the Arp synthesizer which has become her signature. She composed Triptych for the Ballet Théâtre de Nancy, Adnos II & Adnos III, and began the large-scale cycle of works based on the life of the Tibetan master, Milarepa.
