In 1991, Shu-Min Lin worked as an assistant professor at the New York Institute of Technology; and concurrently served on the Board of Directors for Art & Science Collaborations, Inc. He has played various key roles in the art field around the world, including positions as chief consultant for Acer Digital Arts Center and juror of Art Future Award; as well as curator for numerous art exhibitions. Before moved to US, Lin was the Art Director at McCann-Erickson and SSC&B Lintas, working with global clients including Coca Cola, Nestle, Citibank, Johnson & Johnson, and 3M.

Shu-Min Lin has been recognized for his holographic and video interactive installations works with countless prestigious awards including the Prize for Artistic Excellence of the International Biennial Open Competition and Exhibition of ARTEC ’95; ARTEC ’97, Japan; and the Grand Prix of the 10th Yugoslavia Biennial (2002). In recent years, Shu-Min Lin has been engaged in major public art projects in Taiwan, China. He was a featured artist in the China Taiwan Pavilion at the Venice Biennale (2001), international Correspondent of MoMA PS 1 Art Radio Station (2004); curator for Climax - The Highlight of Ars Electronica (2005); curator for Shanghai Biennale (2006); and the co-curator for Ars Electronica (2007).
