After working in the Gillette research labs for the Braun brand, Steve Rogers (UK) left England to work for Philips Electronics in 1986 as a product designer. Continuing his career with Philips, he moved to Vienna in 1989 and to California in 1996 to help establish the Multi Media incubator centre in Silicon Valley. His last position with Philips was as Design Director USA. Before Joining the BBC Rogers was VP Product Development at Razorfish digital consultancy in San Francisco.
