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Sabine Breitsameter is a curator, editor, author and designer working with audio-medial and electro-acoustic artforms. In 1993 at radio station Sender Freies Berlin, she launched the “Internationale Radiokunst” (International Radio Art) program series. She has curated numerous festivals and symposia, including “Ganz Ohr” (All Ears) in Kassel 1997 in conjunction with Documenta X, “StadtStimmen” (CityVoices) at Landeshauptstadt Wiesbaden 1999, and “Klang, Medien und urbaner Raum” (Sound, Media and Urban Space) at the Academy of the Arts Berlin 2005. 
As an author, editor and producer of cultural radio programming at Germany’s ARD network, Sabine Breitsameter has focused primarily on interdisciplinary, experimental forms of art and design. In 1998 at German station SWR, she launched “Audio Hyperspace. Acoustic Art in Networks and Multimedia Data Spaces,” an online program that has produced numerous broadcasts on this subject. She has published and taught extensively in Asia, North and South America, and Europe. In 2005, she headed the German-Polish temporary radio art project “Radio_Copernicus.”
Sabine Breitsameter is professor of sound design and production/media arts and sciences in Darmstadt Technical College’s Media Program, and is also guest professor of experimental sound design at Berlin’s University of the Arts.
