The Institute for Applied Autonomy (IAA), was found in 1998 as a technological research and development organization concerned with individual and collective self-determination. The IAA is comprised of engineers, computer scientists, artists, designers and activists who choose to work collectively while remaining anonymous as individuals. The IAA has exhibited as technologists at the International Conference on Robotics and Automation; as artists at the ZKM in Karlsruhe, Germany; and as activists in numerous illegal actions.
