The human eye is an extremely highly developed sensory organ; nevertheless, our perceptual
abilities are limited. Both senior tours in May feature sights that would have been impossible
to see without technical aids. Participants will use a microscope to behold structures
measuring only a fraction of a millimeter, and marvel at fascinating photographs of distant
galaxies taken with telescopes.
