About Haipl and Knötzl 

Clemens Haipl and Herbert Knötzl are among the key figures in recent Austrian radio and 

humour history. Since 1995, the two of them have been the main project managers of the 

legendary FM4 show "Projekt X", providing cult-curious late night radio entertainment. When 

the gentlemen swap the radio studio for the stage, the audience expects incomparably quirky 

cabaret, influenced by Anglo-Saxon humour and a lot of courage for improvisation.
